Thoughts on the Opening of the
2022-2023 Season

Thank you very much for coming to the live performances of the Tokyo Metropoli-
tan Symphony Orchestra (TMSO), and for giving the orchestra your warm support
and encouragement.

With the Covid-19 pandemic still not abating, the TMSO during the past concert
season has had to cancel concerts and modify programs to negotiate as best as
it could the many challenges posed by this situation. Still, the orchestra provided
the accompaniment (conducted by Kazushi Ono and pre-recorded) to the Olympic
Hymn sung during the opening ceremony of the Tokyo 2020 Summer Olympic
Games rescheduled to July 2021, remaining true to its role as a “legacy orchestra”
created to mark the Tokyo 1964 Games. The orchestra has also remained actively
engaged in programs—such as the SalLaD Music Festival and elementary and
secondary school visits—for communicating the value of musical arts to younger
generations, and for creating new legacies.

People the world over are currently mobilizing all available wisdom to overcome
Covid. What role can the musical arts play in times like these? | believe the true
value of music lies in its power to enrich the minds of individuals, to deepen
relationships and mutual trust, and to encourage empathy. Experiencing Covid-re-
lated restrictions and lifestyle changes has made us freshly aware of this. Empathy
inspired by music is conducive to a “new normal” where society is kinder and
capable of deeper connections, and the TMSO is committed to playing a leading
role in driving such a shift through its ongoing program of performances and
educational activities.

After spending its 55th anniversary year (2020) and the Olympic year (2021)
under the Covid crisis, the TMSO is poised to begin a new journey toward a fresh
milestone—its 60th anniversary in 2025—based on a newly drawn medium-term
management plan. Its goal is to become an orchestra needed and loved by people
for its role in spreading and improving the musical arts, and for its contributions
to increasingly critical educational and community activities. | sincerely hope that
you will continue to follow the TMSO and its ever-evolving program of activities.

It is my utmost pleasure to announce the Tokyo
Metropolitan Symphony Orchestra’s 2022-2023
season calendar to all of you who love and sup-
port our music.

The TMSO has just embarked on a new voyage
toward greater symphonic breadth and depth
with its majestic and sensitive performance of
Wagner's Meistersinger at the New National
Theatre Tokyo Pit in November 2021.

Fresh from this experience, the TMSO in the
coming season will, as ever, be presenting a rich
and varied lineup showcasing the fruits of its
never-ending progress.

Expected in April 2022 is our first Subscription
Concert, which opens the season with the
eagerly awaited Schumann concerto featuring
promising international pianist Mao Fujita;
and Ein Heldenleben soloed by Tatsuya Yabe,
indulging us in a world of Romantic rapture,
tenderness, reverie and nuance. This will be
followed by Mahler’'s Symphony No. 5, and the
R. Strauss Oboe Concerto soloed by the highly
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accomplished Tomoyuki Hirota, who, with his
beautifully rich rendition combined with the TM-
SO's gorgeous sound, will present this excellent
piece for the listening pleasure of all audience
members.

Exploring the oeuvre of Janacek is one of my
ongoing projects with the TMSO. In September
2022 we will be presenting his rarely performed
original-version Glagolitic Mass along with
Dvorék's pure and lucid Symphony No. 5. Ex-
uding a primeval energy rooted in the ancient
past of Moravia, a region that comprises the
eastern part of the present-day Czech Republic,
the work of Janacek is quite distinct from, and
is sure to strike a fascinating contrast with, the
work of Dvorék, that country’'s leading composer,
who hailed from a background more open to
western European influences. Members of the
New National Theatre Chorus, together with Kei
Fukui and other outstanding Japanese singers,
will take on the original Old Slavonic text, a chal-
lenge that will worth keeping an eye on.

Also coming in September is a Subscription
Concert presenting Symphony No. 2 and the Vi-

olin Concerto by Brahms, who played a decisive
role in establishing Dvorék's international repu-
tation by offering advice and support to the then
tormented early-career composer. As soloist we
will be welcoming the acclaimed Russian-Brit-
ish violinist Alina Ibragimova, who is already a
familiar face to TMSO fans.

For our program in March 2023 we have rein-
stated Mahler’s Symphony No. 2 “Auferstehung,”
originally scheduled for 2020. By putting together
a team of musicians more than capable of doing
full justice to this work, we can, | firmly believe,
“resurrect” in both word and substance the per-
formance we have long been hoping to see.

One of this season’s highlights is a Subscrip-
tion Concert program celebrating the centenary
of the birth of Gyorgy Ligeti. His masterpiece
Violin Concerto will star Patricia Kopatchinskaja.
Also on the menu is Arc-en-ciel (“Rainbow”),
originally written as a piano étude, of which we
will present an orchestral version for appreci-
ating the interplay of crystalline notes. Another
great treat is Mysteries of the Macabre, an
arrangement of three arias from Ligeti's opera,

Le Grand Macabre—please stay tuned for
announcements regarding the conductor and
singers.

The lineup from our guest conductors will in-
clude Mozart's three last symphonies, brought
to us by our very own Alan Gilbert on his return
to the TMSO. His trusted ally and Principal
Trombone of the New York Philharmonic Joseph
Alessi will be joining us for these performances,
which are sure to become the season’s most
talked-about brass instrument events.

Our indefatigable maestro Eliahu Inbal will
conduct Franck's Symphony in D minor and
Bruckner’'s Symphony No. 4 as well as Beethov-
en’s No. 9, giving us all the pleasure of admiring
and delighting in his art.

Likewise, as energetic as ever is Kazuhiro
Koizumi, whose program this season will include
the Brahms-Schoenberg Quartet; Tchaikovsky's
Symphony No.4; and Rachmaninoff's Piano Con-
certo No. 2 performed with Nikolai Lugansky; as
well as works by Respighi and Beethoven.

Equally newsworthy is the return of Klaus
Méakela. The freshly installed Music Director of
the Orchestre de Paris will be conducting the
TMSO for performances of Mahler's Symphony
No. 6 and Shostakovich's Symphony No. 7. Also
guest-conducting the TMSO this season are
distinguished musicians including Thomas
Dausgaard; Yan Pascal Tortelier; Andrew Litton;
Jun Mérkl; Tatsuya Shimono; John Storgéards;
Gergely Madaras; and David Reiland. | hope you
will look forward to their performances.

Appearing as soloists are a significant num-
ber of promising young Japanese instrumen-
talists highly expected to play leading roles in
the world of music in the future. They include
violinists Mayumi Kanagawa, Shion Minami
and Karen Gomyo; pianist Tomoki Sakata; and
cellists Dai Miyata and Yuya Okamoto, among
others.

Both the TMSO and | myself sincerely look
forward to welcoming you to our concerts, where
you are guaranteed to be transported by the
levitation and undulations of harmonies both
delicate and bold.
