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Thoughts on the Opening of the
2025 Season

Thank you as ever for coming to the Tokyo Metropolitan Symphony Orchestra (TM-
SO)’s concerts, and thank you for your unwaning warm support.

The COVID-19 pandemic not only imposed numerous restrictions on our everyday
lives but also made us re-appreciate many things—among them the wonderment
of orchestral performances. The timbre generated by the interaction between con-
ductor and musicians reaches us as sound as well as vibration, stimulating both our
auditory and tactile senses in a very visceral way, while the facial expressions, ges-
tures, and body movements of the performers visually convey the subtle nuances of
musical compositions. The charged silence dominating the concert hall just before
curtain-up gives way to thunderous applause the moment the conductor’s baton
cuts down through the air. Savouring such an atmosphere, which encapsulates the
magic of orchestral performances, is a privilege reserved for those who are physi-
cally present. | think the coronavirus crisis inadvertently made us aware of how pre-
cious live performances are.

Having battled a common foe, the post-COVID world seems to be undergoing an-
other major shift. Living through such times without losing sight of positive and
altruistic future visions and the confidence to fulfil them requires long-range pan-
oramic views of both the past and the future, and the ability to look at the bigger
picture rather than becoming mired in minutiae. This is where culture and the arts
can be uniquely beneficial. Culture and the arts have been inexhaustible sources of
creations that rouse empathy in us; empathy fundamental to solidarity in commu-
nities cutting across politics and interests, and for cooperation between different
groups and nationalities of people. In today’s world of increasingly diverse lifestyles
and values, there is greater need than ever for physical spaces where empathy can
be shared with others. As a “Music Ambassador of Capital Tokyo,” TMSO hopes to
continue providing such physical spaces to all people, and help Tokyo flourish even
more.

TMSO marks its 60th anniversary in 2025. Born as part of a cultural program com-
memorating the 1964 Summer Olympics in Tokyo, the orchestra has achieved im-
pressive growth thanks to the support and stimulation it has received from all quar-
ters, and the commitment of everyone involved. United and energized now that we
have survived the challenges posed by COVID, we look forward to reaching greater
heights, bettering ourselves continuously so as to become an orchestra fit for the
times to come.

This season we are celebrating Tokyo Metropol-
itan Symphony Orchestra’s milestone 60th an-
niversary with programs that are as colorful and
exciting as ever.

TMSO’s Music Director of eleven years Kazushi
Ono will be conducting a powerfully profound
season-opening program that presents as one
of its latter-half highlights Brahms’ Piano Con-
certo No. 2 by performed with Kirill Gerstein.
Furthermore, TMSO will be exploring yet greater
artistic depths and fresh departures by offering
innovative, highly entertaining programs that
include the later masterworks of the great Rus-
sian composer Dmitri Shostakovich to mark the

50th anniversary (in 2025) of his death; Spring
Symphony by Benjamin Britten whose 50th an-
niversary of passing is also upcoming (in 2026);
and a special concert focusing on the symphonic
works of composer Koichi Sugiyama, who was a
passionate friend of TMSO. Our Principal Guest
Conductor Alan Gilbert will be taking on the co-
lossal task of conducting the complete symphon-
ic works of Brahms to bring his collaboration
with TMSO to a new climax, and our Honorary
Conductor for Life Kazuhiro Koizumi will bring
to the season his hugely anticipated rendition of
Shostakovich’s Symphony No. 10. The second
installment of “The 3rd Mahler Series” by our

Conductor Laureate Eliahu Inbal will present the
composer’s Symphony of a Thousand. Featuring
stellar choral and vocal forces, the work will be
a fitting tribute to TMSO’s 60th anniversary and
Maestro Inbal’s 90th year.

Equally amazing is the season’s lineup of guest
conductors and soloists. TMSO will be perform-
ing under the batons of highly sought-after con-
ductors including the uniquely talented Krzysztof
Urbanski; unstoppable star Nodoka Okisawa;
Karina Canellakis, who will make her Japanese
debut with the upcoming TMSO Subscription
Concert; Daniele Rustioni who will be returning
to TMSQ’s podium for the first time in seven and
a half years; and Pietari Inkinen who has a large
and dedicated following in Japan, too. Pianists
will include Kirill Gerstein; Anna Tsybuleva; Alice-
Sara Ott; Anna Vinnitskaya; Till Fellner; Kit Arm-
strong; and piano duo Frank Braley and Keigo

Mukawa, who studied under Braley. Violinists
will include Alena Baeva; Alina Ibragimova; Shlo-
mo Mintz; Veronika Eberle; Sayaka Shoji; Fumiaki
Miura; and Francesca Dego. We are also hon-
ored to be welcoming cellist Gautier Capucon.
It will be a season bursting with both first-time
and seasoned collaborations with outstanding
international musicians. The season will not fail
to acknowledge the achievements of Japanese
composers either—Tatsuya Shimono will con-
duct Nirvana Symphony by Toshiro Mayuzumi
along with other works by Japanese composers,
and Kazuhiro Koizumi will conduct a work by
Yasushi Akutagawa in honor of the centenary of
the composer’s birth in 2025.

He was appointed Conductor Laureate
of Tokyo Metropolitan Symphony Orchestra in
2014.

He was
decorated by French and German Government,
and by the cities of Frankfurt and Wien.
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TMSO was established by Tokyo Metro-
politan Government in 1965 as a part of a
cultural promotion project to mark the Tokyo
Olympic Games.
